ADMISSION

. Although a minority institution, we do admit children of different castes and
creeds.

SYLLABUS / EXAMINATION / PROMOTION

. Besides the Terminal Examinations there are other Tests during the year.

The academic year is divided into two terms. Students are evaluated through
formal assessments as well as through their day performance under the
Continuous and Comprehensive Evaluation (CCE). Formal assessments are
held at the end of each term. Four formal assessments are conducted in the
academic session:

Unit Test-1 (UT 1) included the entire syllabus covered till the test date.

Half yearly Examination (HE) is cumulative in nature and includes the entire
syllabus of Term-1.

Unit Test-2 (UT 2) includes the syllabus covered post term-1 till the test date.

Annual Examination (AE) is cumulative in nature and will be based on
selected portion from Term -1 and the entire syllabus of Term -2.
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FEE RULES

. Schoolfees are to be paid for full year, i.e for all twelve months.

. All fees to be remitted at the SCHOOL ONLINE PAYMENT PORTAL or at
Canara Bank, Shastripuram branch.

. Nofee transaction will be accepted in the school either as cash or cheque.

. Parents should retain the receipts issued to them, and produce them as proof
of paymentif and when needed.

. The fees must be paid for the months in which the pupil’s name has been
carried on in the attendance register, even if he/she has been absent.

. The Quarterly fee has to be paid in full, even if the pupil leaves before the
Quarteris over. The Sequence of the quarter should be followed strictly.

. Students whose fees fall into arrears are liable to be debarred from taking the
exams and attending school; neither their Report Cards nor Transfer
Certificates will be issued till all accounts are fully settled.

. No reduction in fees is made on account of Summer and Winter holidays or
other vacations or temporary absence. 10. School fees are calculated for a
twelve month cycle.

10.No concession in fees is entertained in any case especially for three or more
children coming from the same family or single girl child, etc.

11.All certificates other than T.C. and Migration Certificate can be had for
minimum Rs.100/- each per certificate.

12.The fees may be paid in advance for a quarter. If not paid in advance, the
fees of the running quarter will have to be paid before the end of the first
month of that quarter after which a fine of Rs.300/-will be levied for late
payment for each passing month.

13. There will be proportionate increment in the fees every year as per the UP
Self-financed independent school (Fee Regulatory) Act 2018.

14. Annual composite fee is an all-inclusive fee except exam fee. Calculated and
approved by the UP Self-financed independent school Fee Regulatory
Authorities.




PUNCTUALITY AND ATTENDANCE

. Regularity in attendance is most essential. The minimum requirement of
attendance is 75%.

. Students must report to school on time. School gates are closed five minutes
after the first bell.

. Parents should fill the school leave record for each day the student is absent
from school stating the reason for absence.

. No student who has been absent on the previous day will be admitted to the
class without the filled leave record signed.

. Students are not allowed to go home once they come to the school in the
morning. Appointment with doctors or any social engagements must not be
arranged during school hours. No partial attendance will be permitted.

. No student is permitted to leave school before time except on emergency
health issues and other family exigencies, students will not be sent with
anyone else other than parents, unless an application to the contrary with
adequate identify proof by the parents, is submitted

. Repeated absence without permission or unexplained absence for more
than eight consecutive days renders the student liable to have his/her name
struck off the rolls. Re-admission may be granted only after payment of a re-
admission fee at the discretion of the principal.

. The student who does not rejoin the school within three days after the
commencement of a Term or a major vacation shall be removed from the rolls
unless leave has been previously applied for and sanctioned by the principal.

. Marriage, Tours, Family function, etc. and any pre-planned programme, you
are recommended to submit a leave application in advance in a separate
paper other than school diary.

10. Incase of absence for more than three days on medical grounds, a medical-
certificate must be produced. The medical certificate should bear the rubber
stamp of the doctor with the registration number. In case if necessary, the
school has the right to have the child re-examined by a doctor acceptable to

The school reserves to itself the right to dismiss students whose progress in
studies is unsatisfactory or whose conduct is harmful to other students
whose parents show no interest in the progress of their wards. Immorality,
grave insubordination, contempt of authority or willful damage to school
property is always a sufficient reason forimmediate dismissal.

. During the recess, people are expected to leave the classrooms and go to the
ground. No student may leave their class in between teaching periods.

. Students are not allowed to bring novels, newspapers, periodicals, comics,
mobile phones, smart watches transistors or any items which may be
considered objectionable to school.

10. Running and shouting on the school premises is forbidden.

. Do not cut down on necessary sleep in order to study. It may harm your
health. Pray often to the all-wise and all-knowing God to help you to make
progress in your studies.

. Never omit the lesson or homework assigned, if you do this itis like missing a
train that you never catch afterwards.

. Daily revise the work done in class and make sure that you have understood
everything clearly and thoroughly.

. Ifmemory work is assigned learn it to overnight and repeat it first thing in the
morning.

10. Always note down in your diary the work that is assigned for the next day.

11. Revise at the end of the week all that was taught during the week.
